MEMBER SERVICE TYPES

Å In-home counseling services to children 
and families: individual counseling; fami-
ly treatment; parenting skills; tracking; 
support groups; education; job skill train-
ing; transportation; advocacy; legal sup-

port; and more. 

Å All levels of treatment services, includ-
ing: foster care; residential treatment; 
Individual Service Option (ISO); inde-
pendent and transitional living; shelter 

care; and crisis intervention services. 

Å Educational and vocational services 
including full course curriculum; special 
education; tutoring; remedial and GED 
services; day treatment, afterschool pro-
gramming, specialized and experiential 
learning environments.
